Through the years he has been involved in
various forms of racing. As time has
passed, Pat has seen the cost of racing
rise. Because the costs of racing can be
prohibitive to many parents, Pat wanted to
find a way to support a team for children
so that they may have the opportunity to
participate in the sport. It was because of
this that he started his Kids in Racing
team. Sponsorship is the key to the
success of the Kids In Racing program. It
will take sponsorship dollars to support
the team. Currently the team has limited
sponsors and is only able to support one
driver. It is the goal of Kids in Racing to
add two more drivers to the team this race
season. That goal is dictated by
sponsorship. It will take additional
sponsors to realize this goal.

The team races in two series, a kart series
based out of Michiana Raceway Park
(MRP) near South Bend, Indiana and a
Supercup series racing various tracks in

Wisconsin, lllinois, and Indiana.

The karts are an open wheel form of racing.
This is the starting ground for professional
drivers who now are the Indy Racing League
(IRL) and Formula One (FIA). Supercup cars
are a one-half scale NASCAR style car.
Professional drivers of this type of car drive in
the Busch Grand National Series and Nextel

Cup Series.

Kids In Racing covers the cost of the cars,
entrance fees, pit fees, fuel, parts, mechanic
fees, professional driver instruction, etc. That
Is what makes sponsorship so important. It is
the sponsor that is providing the opportunity
for these young drivers.

Kids In Racing’s goal is not only to support
young race car drivers in realizing their dream
of becoming a professional driver but also to
provide an activity for young people where
there is adult interest and mentoring. Is has
been proven that if children are involved in
activities they are less likely to turn to drugs

and crime to fill their time.

What sets Kids In Racing apart from
other amateur race teams is its
commitment to its sponsors. Most
amateur teams take a check, put a
sticker on the car and that’s it. Kids In
Racing is committed to offering more,
modeling its program similarly to
professional race teams. We offer
sponsors personal appearances,
autograph sessions, press releases using
the sponsors name, logo on the car, use
of the show car for promotions,
company name on all advertising
materials, posters, etc.
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
